Dear sisters and brothers in Christ, 
 
Greetings to you in the name our precious Lord and Savior Jesus Christ! 
First of all, I am thankful for Godôs grace and the ministries and commitment of many people who gave 
offerings to the church and sent cards and ñthank youò notes to me and the staff in the midst of this un-
precedented pandemic. Indeed, weôve been through a lot for this year having lost many of our church 
members and our loved ones. We need, however, to celebrate some of the positive outcomes throughout 
the year of 2020. 
 
We just finished to pay off 2019 Summer Project for air-conditioning and parking lot, $97,000, and actu-
ally exceeded the goal by now. Our Noahôs Ark Preschool after the transition in summer is doing better 
than ever and continuing to impact the lives of young children and their families in this time of pandemic, 
financially transparent and staff morale with the new Board, with having more than $113,779 revenue of 
the income this year. 
 
Our churchôs finance has made a positive balance with net incomes, compare to the previous yearsô nega-
tive balance by the end of year. We have not only survived this year but also thrived in this difficult time 
of the year. Our SWIM giving has been increased more than $162,000 from the previous year. 
 
Our on-line service keeps reaching out to more people including new people ever before. 
Good news is connecting not only with the members but also non-members and their coworkers and 
friends. Our sponsorship to Monroe Clinic and their online service reached out to about 1,000 views 
through our churchôs homepage. I personally believe that our worship experience is better than any other 
churches that I know of. We have recruited more of volunteer people for our worship in the midst of 
health concerns and safety guidelines. 
 
Our prayer ministry through prayer chains and praying for one another is never ceasing and impacting 
positively our lives and health with the grace of God in our midst. Our little food pantry is continuing to 
support those who are in need throughout the year. 
 
Our mission giving has been continued to support many parts of our communities, including scholarships 
and hands-on support to various organizations such as: Green County Food Pantry, Northcott Neighbor-
hood House, UMCOR, UM Child Service, Red Bird Mission, Family Promise of Green County, Monroe 
Kinds Fund, Camp Scholarships, Compassion International, Souper Bowl Giving, total of $36,310 in-
cluding $10,000 scholarships in this time of need and supported 100% our Apportionment of $63,000 to 
the Connectional church. 
 
The realities I have faced when I came to Monroe were not the same the church 
used to be in the past yearsélack of the staff and laity leaders in many areas in 
the church. Through it all of this, I can say loudly and joyfully, GOD HAS 
BEEN SO GOOD TO ME AND US. GOD IS GOOD ALL THE TIME!

 Stewardship as Discipleship 

 January 2021 
 

You will be enriched in every way so that you can be generous on every occasion, and through us your generosity will 
result in thanksgiving to God. This service that you perform is not only supplying the needs of the Lordôs people but is 
also overflowing in many expressions of thanks to God.ò (2 Corinthians 9:10-12)  
 
God established a design for worshipping when God revealed to Moses the plan for the Tent of Meeting (aka Tabernac-
le). Central to that worship was sacrificial giving. God required gifts of animals and grain be brought to the Tabernacle 
to be sacrificed and offered to God because it was pleasing to God. These gifts were the first fruits of the agricultural 
work of the people representing a tithe (10%) of their production. God knew that an institution like Temple worship 
would require resources to be sustained. We read in the Old Testament that the peopleôs gifts of meat and bread, 
cooked in a way pleasing to God, directly provided food for the priests, guards, and caretakers of the temple and the 
spiritual leaders of the tribes. Sharing the fruits of the harvest became the large feasts we read about in Jesusô time. In 
the modern Christian church, we maintain this pattern of giving designed by God. Now, people are called to give in a 
way pleasing to God: first fruits representing 10% of each familyôs productivity. Though, in modern times, it is money 
rather than agricultural produce. These gifts to God, offered and dedicated in our worship services, are used to maintain 
the institution of the church by supporting its ministry and mission. This includes worship, congregational care, spiritu-
al development, hospitality & outreach, and missions by way of support for clergy and staff, building maintenance and 
other budgetary items. What we can conclude from this is that we give first because it is a gift pleasing to God. As a 
result of our giving to God in worship, we  also support all aspects of the important work of the church.
